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Abstract

The American judicial system has been under scrutiny for years due to the necessity of reforms and
changes, which is evaluated based on certain indicators and criteria in this field, such as the incarceration
rate, the human rights of prisoners, police performance, juvenile delinquency, wrongful convictions, the
independence of the Supreme Court, and the inflation of criminal laws. The intellectual community of
Iran must also, in order to better analyze the civilizational status and to have a realistic macro view of
the social-political system of America, necessarily have a thorough understanding in this regard.
Therefore, in the present research, according to the indicators proposed in American specialized forums
and think tanks, using the method of documentary study and gathering library data, an attempt is made
to describe and analyze these indicators within a specified time frame. The main question of the research
is also: What has been the status of some of the most important judicial indicators of America from
2008 to 20227 In this research, it was found that the incarceration rate has generally shown a decreasing
trend, while the human rights of prisoners continue to suffer from shortcomings and flaws in addressing
and fulfilling the needs of prisoners. The performance of the police has been evaluated as successful in
reducing crime rates, and the number of arrests has decreased, while public trust in this institution has
declined, and the rate of behavioral violence and killings by the police has also increased exponentially.
The rate of juvenile delinquency has decreased, the number of wrongful convictions has occurred more
than expected, the political performance of the Supreme Court has become more evident, and finally,
decriminalization has taken place in many states.
