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Abstract

The debate over America's decline is one of the most significant puzzles in the
environmental structure of the world system. Following such conditions, this research's central
concern emerged: How will the geopolitical configuration of the world system be arranged with
America's decline? Several sub-questions were also raised, including: How will the global
power structure be organized? What will the world order look like? What will be the control
patterns in the system's environmental structure? And finally, how will the order control
structure in the system be shaped? In response to the main research question, the authors' initial
assumption was that with America's decline, the world system's environmental structure would
face a new geopolitical configuration at the levels of power structure and unit arrangement,
world order, behavioral control patterns, and order control structure (control model, control
objectives, control strategy, control tools). The research approach is descriptive-analytical. Data
collection is library-based, and the collection tool is note-taking. Data organization is through
"open coding," and data analysis is based on the structural causal method. Examining the
evidence showed that the research hypothesis is applicable. Subsequently, evidence indicates
the world system's power structure is moving towards a new arrangement of actors, shifting
from a unipolar to a multipolar structure and from a hegemonic order to a multi-body balance
order. At the behavioral pattern level, the system's environmental structure is on the verge of
accumulating competitions and subsequent instability expansion. Increasing the role of regional
powers in global geopolitics and rising military costs are other important outcomes of America's
decline at the global structure and order level. Finally, the system's environmental structure is
gradually preparing for the formation of a network of alliances and strategic alignments under
a balance order.
